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Update from DC Director’s regarding the Mobile Phone project
Further to our previous communication, work has now begun on the ground works for the project, working to the following timetable:
· 29 Jul-14 = Collect materials (mast, cable drums, pole mounted transformer & machinery) and transport over to Coll.

· 30 Jul-14 = 2 km HV cable dig starts along agreed route with landowner with archaeological watch.

· 05 Aug-14 = Dig complete and start laying HV cable.

· 11 Aug-14 = Collect remaining materials (pre-installed cabin, microwave link, antennas, feeder cable & rock anchor) and transport over to Coll.

· 12 Aug-14 = Start installation of cabin, mast, antennas and Coll microwave link (note each leg of the mast rock anchor needs to be drilled 3 m into the rock).

· 18 Aug-14 = Start installation of Glengorm microwave link and align with Coll end.

· 24 Aug-14 = Power on date requested from SSE and metering installation commences.

· 26 Aug-14 = Coverage optimization commences to ensure footprint offers optimal service.

· 31 Aug-14 = Service live and available.

We would like to ensure that the local community are able to make the most of the new service provision and, to that effect, have requested assistance from the Scottish Government.  Once the service is live and available, the Isle of Coll will be the first Scottish island with 4G (fourth generation) mobile communications technology.  

A 4G system offers mobile ultra-broadband Internet access, for example to laptops with USB wireless modems, to smartphones, and to other mobile devices. Conceivable applications include amended mobile web access, IP telephony, gaming services, high-definition mobile TV, video conferencing, 3D television, and cloud computing. The intention is for a member of the Demonstrating Digital team to visit Coll and provide a workshop explaining how to make use of the possible uses of the new service.
